Homework Policy
Homework problems will be due at the beginning of a designated class period. The problem is either right (full credit), wrong or omitted  (0 credit) or kindof on the right track (1/2 credit), occasionally  I might take of just one point for a very minor error.  The first two problems you miss on a HW are free, example if you got 8 problems right, 2 kindof right, and 1 wrong, you would get 100! Such a deal!  BUT, the deal may not last if rampant copying is going on.  To check this I will have a validation problem that you will have to do in class the day you turn in your HW. If you get the validation problem wrong, but got it right on your HW, you will lose the 2 problem bonus for that HW.  If

you missed it on HW and miss it again, no penalty.  If you miss it on HW but get it right in class, that would be surprising, but, you’d receive the credit for getting it right.
If the validation problem is tripping up people on a regular basis, the entire class will lose the 2 problem bonus.  Peer pressure will be effective I hope.  So it’s okay to work with others, get help from physics clinic, etc., but you’d better know how to do the problems.

Finally, the lowest two HW’s will not be included in your grade.
